The Diocese of St Edmundsbury and Ipswich

The Diocese covers an area of 1,400 square milehwshbroadly coincident with

the County of Suffolk. It has a population of 38%) of whom about 4.3 per cent are
on church electoral rolls and just over 3 per egt@nds a church service every
Sunday.

As one of the youngest Dioceses in the countrastevertheless a well established
tradition of witness to the Gospel, of out-reachrknio the community and a wide
ranging support and development programme for blettyy and lay members of the
church.

The Cathedral Church of St James is at the cehtreedown of Bury St Edmunds.
Most of the diocesan administration is based inenoaffices in the Suffolk county
town of Ipswich, about 17 miles to the east of BBtyEdmunds. Here a small team
provides general support to the parishes partilsuilathe administration of finance
and property. There is excellent support fromdioeesan education team, youth
team, ministry and many other support ministriehandiocese.

It is a time of change in the Diocese as Bishom&id will retire this summer and his
successor, the Right Reverend Nigel Stock, is érpeo be enthroned later in the
year. The diocesan Bishop is assisted by theagéfr Bishop of Dunwich, the Right
Reverend Clive Young, and two Archdeacons who &esghm of clergy throughout
the Diocese. The Benefice vacancy has occurrealiseche previous incumbent,
Canon Deirdre Parmenter, has been appointed asf&is@haplain. There are 143
stipendiary clergy and over 460 non-stipendiarypteavorking for the Church both
ordained priests and lay readers and elders. hdyammunity involvement in the
running of the church and its activities at alldésvin the Diocese is actively
encouraged and supported.

The Diocese is divided two Archdeaconries (Sudlaumy Suffolk) and 19 Deaneries.
There is a total of 182 Benefices and 444 Parisht#® Diocese together with 480
church buildings of which over 450 have listedsdat

The Benefice of Haughley with Wetherden and Stoamglis in the Stowmarket
Deanery.
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The Stowmarket Deanery

The Deanery is situated in the centre of the Coah§uffolk and of the Diocese of St
Edmundsbury and Ipswich. The Deanery comprisesidudet town of Stowmarket
and 17 of the surrounding villages. The 18 pasggsifehe Deanery are grouped into 6
Benefices, one of which is the Benefice of Haughiéh Wetherden and

Stowupland.

The current deanery plan leaves open the posgibflid future boundary change.
Stowmarket deanery might be enlarged by the adddfdwo parishes to the north of
the deanery boundary. In that case, Old NewtonGipding, currently in the Bacton
benefice could be included in the Haughley benefitiee matter has not yet been
considered by the Archdeaconry Pastoral Committee.

In the Deanery there are: 5.5 stipendiary clergstf@® self-supporting ministers; 6
ordained local ministers; 8 readers, and; 9 elders.

The Clergy Chapter meets monthly and the Greatap@nh meets 3 times a year.
There is active lay participation throughout theabDery.
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The Benefice of Haughley with Wetherden and Stowuphd

Location

The Benefice lies approximately 13 miles to thelmavest of the county town of
Ipswich, and approximately 13 miles to the eaghefCathedral town of Bury St
Edmunds. Stowmarket (pop. 15 thousand), the neau@&et town, has a variety of
shops, restaurants, entertainment and sportinkiitzi

There are excellent road and rail connections fileerBenefice to London, the
Midlands and the North. To the south of the Bargethere is easy access to the Al4
trunk road and the main line railway from Norwichltondon Liverpool Street stops
at Stowmarket, (journey time 80 minutes).

All three parishes in the Benefice fall within thecal Authority of Mid-Suffolk
District Council.

The Churches

There are 3 churches in the Benefice: The Assumtidche Blessed Virgin Mary,
Haughley; Holy Trinity, Stowupland and St Mary tegin, Wetherden all of which
fall under the Patronage of the Lord Chancellce,Bishop of St. Edmundsbury and
Ipswich and Diocesan Patronage.

Other Christian denominations are cared for lodaylthe Wetherden Baptist Church;
the Stowupland URC and the Roman Catholic Chur@®tawmarket. The URC
chapel in Haughley has closed recently and the O&@regation now shares
worship in Haughley Parish Church, where one sergach month follows the URC
tradition.

The Services

As well as using the Book of Common Prayer at seargices, all three churches use
Common Worship. There is a common Benefice SeBmek and all use the same
Hymn Book- “Hymns Old and New”.

A list of current services is shown Appendix 3, which also shows that if there is a

fifth Sunday in the month a Benefice Communion meris held in one of the three
churches by rotation.
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Church Tradition

The Church tradition at all three Churches is amrgd to be Central.

The Priests

In addition to the Incumbent, the current staffaighe Benefice is one self-
supporting minister, Revd Nancy Baird; one partetiondained local minister, Revd
Diane Webb and one stipendiary curate, Revd Katkeralentine, who has recently
been ordained priest. All the priests take sesvinall three churches in rotation with
the Vicar/Rector.

Amenities

The village has a pub, restaurant, post officeebgkhairdresser, second-hand
furniture shop, Co-op grocery shop, and veterirsamngeon.

As a community, Haughley has a number of active@atons: scouts, football,
gardening, history, bowls, dancing and a twinnisgogiation (France) are a few of
the many clubs that meet regularly.

Housing

There is a mixture of privately owned and counoili$ing. There is also a large
complex of sheltered (Thompson Court) and verytehad (Mere View) homes for
the older people in the village.

Employment

People in Haughley are mainly employed in retailuistry or public services in
Stowmarket, Ipswich or Bury St Edmunds. Therdilssome agricultural work and
two poultry processing plants local to Haughleypm® residents commute to London.

Schools

Haughley Crawford primary school (roll 90) catews ¢hildren from Haughley and
Wetherden up to age nine. This is a Church of &rmjMoluntary Aided School, and
the grounds are adjacent to the churchyard.

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The Church

Church Building

It is an attractive, large flint building mostlytday from between 1300 and 1500 and
is Grade 1 listed. It has a typical Gipping/Dele@tiey south porch tower, a south
aisle and large chancel, all earlier than 150&taihds in the outer bailey of the
former Norman castle. There is no church hall.

Ecumenical partnerships

We happily welcome and receive visits from all daimations. Within the last two
years, with the closure of the URC chapel, the €ininas entered into a ground-
breaking and successful ecumenical partnershipth@URC, underwritten by a
formal ‘Declaration of Ecumenical Welcome and Conment’. The two
congregations have become integrated and sharéiwdodlowing both Anglican
and URC tradition. The URC is represented on tB€ PThis partnership has
enriched both congregations and is regarded asdalrfar the future.

Church Organisations

There is a bell ringing team and a very active €hath about 20 singers.

The Church in the Community

The Church runs a weekly after-school club at tfiagry school, the Incumbent
takes a weekly assembly in the school and childogne to Church for a monthly
service to which parents are invited. This serigogell attended and popular.

The Haughley and Wetherden Parish News, is delivre of charge to every
household monthly and provides full information mbohurch and community
activities. Financially underwritten by Haughley ®@ is funded entirely by
advertising revenue and a Parish Council granis gtoduced, edited and distributed
by volunteers from both villages.

Activities led by the Church include: an annualvi#o Festival, Harvest Supper,

Agape Supper, monthly coffee mornings, Remembr&agelunch and services at the
sheltered accommodation in the village.

The vicar is supported by an active and dedica@d.P

The Church is financially stable and has alwaysseded in paying an ever-
increasing quota. This has been achieved by gaadup of the gift aid scheme,
a hard-working team of fundraisers and a good nurobeegular donors. There
is an annual grant from the Parish Council forrtteentenance of the churchyard.
The Church is about to receive a legacy, which enkure its financial security
for the foreseeable future.

There are active links with the adjacent primatyost and with the sheltered
accommodation.

The Church itself is a fine, spacious and lighiding, generally in good repair.
Use is made of the church for concerts and talks.

There is an active and talented choir that supgdirtee main services and
arranges a number of concerts each year, in supptime fundraising efforts of
the church.

The Church is a leader in the community in orgawgisiocial events and enjoys
the goodwill of the community.

Youth and adult football and cricket teams, outdmad indoor bowls, and table-
tennis clubs.

Plans for a youth drop-in centre are well advanced.

Housing
There are three distinct settlement areas, witleradoof privately owned, council and
rented accommodation. There is also shelteredmmp@dubilee Court) and very

sheltered housing (Steeple View). A small develephof social housing and centre
for dual sensory impaired persons is to be builhiwithe next two years.

Employment

There is some commuting to London and other pradapntres in the County. Local
employment is mainly manufacturing and retail inv@harket. There is also a
number of small businesses and self employed pgisdhe village.

Schools

There is a High school (roll 800) with a wide catent area in Mid Suffolk, a

Primary school (roll 100) and a pre-school feedhegprimary school.

Church Building

The Victorian church building is a listed Gradéliilding, an unspoilt example of a
“Commissioners’ Church”. The interior is light, lweming and well heated.

There is a 1984 church hall annexed to the Chutabhwis used widely for church
activities and is available for hire to the whoteranunity. As the Hall is centrally
located it is used extensively for Diocesan everitg. hall can accommodate up to 50
people and has a fully fitted kitchen and cloakroom

Both buildings are well maintained and have bedaresively adapted to comply with
disability legislation.

Ecumenical relations

Relationships with the URC in the village are gawod joint services with them are
held on special occasions throughout the year.

Occasional Services

See page 20. There is a growing demand for thankggservices in the church
following cremations.

A mid-week Communion is held in church on th&Tiesday of each month, as well
as a monthly Songs of Praise followed by Commuait®teeple View. Festival
services are conducted at Jubilee Court, and WwitOver 60s and Red Cross Clubs.
Clergy regularly lead Primary School assembliesthrdpupils come into the church
twice during the year. An annual Open-Air Song®rise takes place on the village
green during the summer months.

Church Organisations

There is a Home Bible Study Group and a small hthesiastic church Choir. Non-
PCC members contribute in the fields of Financesdibin and Outreach, Social and
Fundraising events. It is hoped to revitalise“fmilblazers” club for 7 to 11 year
olds through a Holiday Club in the summer break.

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Appendix 1: Living in Haughley

The Village

Haughley is an historic village, being one of theee ‘honors’ awarded to the
commanders of the Norman Conquest. Haughley wasdga to Hugh de Montfort.
A substantial Norman Castle was built in the vidagossibly on the site of an earlier
earthwork and what at first sight appears to bi#lage pond is in fact the moat
surrounding the remains of the castle. Since tidags the lordship of the manor has
passed through a number of hands, including maaysyleelonging to the Crown.
The present Lord of the Manor is resident in thiage.

The proper appellation of the Parish is “Haughleg &s Members”, the members
being the outlying parts of the parish. On the ttiepParish is an inverted Y’ with
Haughley village at the centre, Haughley Greetéortorth, Tothill to the south east
and Haughley New Street to the south west. Retdd#riHaughley New Street and
the nearby house at Haughley Park use the ChuMietiterden, which is more
conveniently situated.

The community is a good mix of long-establishedaldamilies and more recent

incomers making it a lively and friendly place ieel The breadth of employment
reflects this diversity.
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The Vicarage

The Vicarage is a spacious, detached, modern Isiusged on the edge of the
former outer bailey of the castle. It stands goad sized but manageable plot and
has a secluded garden to the rear. There is aesgatage and hard standing for at
least four cars.

Downstairs: large sitting room with open fire; adigiroom; good sized study;
cloakroom/lavatory; storage room; utility room (lweiccess to garage) and a good
sized and well fitted kitchen with views across tear garden to the Church tower.
Upstairs: 2 double bedrooms; two single bedroorab with hand basins (all
bedrooms are of good size and have excellentibuilardrobe capacity); bathroom
with shower fitted over the bath; separate lavatbox room.

The house has oil-fired central heating.

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Communications

The A14 Felixstowe to the Midlands trunk road rimmediately south of the village
and this gives easy road access to Ipswich and 8uBdmunds (both 13 miles) or
the main roads leading to London or the North. Heughley Bends’ have been a
notorious accident spot on the A14 but a new, meagrgrade road is being built
currently slightly further away from the villag&his will also make access to the
village much safer.

There is a regular bus service to Stowmarket (2shiind to Ipswich and Bury St
Edmunds.

Stowmarket Railway Station is less than 10 minbiesar and there are frequent
trains to London (80 minutes), Norwich (30 minufdx)ry St Edmunds (10 minutes),
Cambridge and Peterborough.

Key Services

There are two health centres in Stowmarket, oMdandlesham and one in Woolpit
(3 miles). Stow Health in Stowmarket is highlye@@&nd progressive, at the cutting
edge of NHS enhanced services.

There are several dental practices in Stowmarkébae in Woolpit.
There are hospitals in Bury St Edmunds and Ipswich.

The local police station is at EImswell (2.5 mile3)here is local community
policeman covering the area and a neighbourhoodhsatheme.

Fire services are located at Stowmarket and Elndiswel

There is currently a post office in the villagepéed to be the oldest in Suffolk and
one of the oldest in the country). With the apptoag retirement of the present
postmistress and the recent announcements onttire fof rural post offices, there
has to be uncertainty over the future of this servbut the village will fight hard to
retain it.

Local Amenities

The village is well served by a Co-op shop (whidoaells newspapers), a
hairdresser, shoe repairs, second hand furnitaierip, pub, restaurant and veterinary
surgeon. There are several local plumbers, etéatis, builders, decorators and
roofers (contact details mostly in the free montdyish Magazine). In the village
and surrounding villages and countryside thereeisif local produce available at
front-gate stalls. Meat is also available fromesaVnearby farms and from some
high quality shops in neighbouring villages.
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There are two petrol stations on the A14 and tisegegarage for repairs, MOTs and
fuel at Bacton, 3 miles to the north of Haughley.

There is a large playing field with football pitehe bowling green, a children’s play
area, a skateboard area and a specially constryatgld meeting shelter. There is a
small village hall next-door-but-one to the Vicagaand there is a large modern
pavilion, which is becoming increasingly used a®mmunity centre.

Clubs

There is a wide range of active clubs and socieBesuts; Brownies; bowls; football;
archery; keep fit; dancing; choir; evergreens; $érdening history; reading group;
investment; bellringers, and; a local ‘big band’.

Parish Council

The Parish Council plays an important active pastilage life and there was
sufficient interest in the councillor vacancieddcace an election recently. Several
members of the PCC also serve on the Parish Council

Schools

The village has a pre-school feeding into the pninsghool, which caters for some 90
children from Haughley and Wetherden up to ag&#8is is a Church of England
Voluntary Aided School and the school building gtalyground back onto the
churchyard. Children then move onto Bacton Midsi#ool (outside the Benefice)
from age 9-13, and to Stowupland High School fr@m.1Suffolk is about to change
to the 2-tier system but Haughley is in the lasigghof this, some years away at the
moment.

Social Life

There are many social events through out the yatr,the Church taking the lead in
several of them. The monthly coffee mornings &nags popular and special
lunches, quiz evenings and talks are well-attend@bere is a twinning arrangement
with Noyelles Les Seclin, near Lille in France.
